
2011 KAQG Quilt Show Categories 

Appliqué:  Quilts of any size that are predominately appliquéd, whether by hand or machine.  Quilts with 
fused appliqué must have the fused edges stitched in some form in order to be eligible for judging. 

Art Miniature:  Quilts measuring less than 24 inches on a11 sides made with any technique or design, 
including non-traditional techniques, styles, and materials.   

Art Large:  Quilts measuring more than 24 inches on any side made with any technique or design, 
including non-traditional techniques, styles, and materials.   

First Quilt:  Quilt must be the first quilt completed by the submitting member.  Entrants in this category 
must not have entered quilts in any previous quilt show. 

Group:  Quilts pieced or quilted by two or more individuals, excluding quilts for which payment was 
made for either the piecing or quilting.  The submitting member must have taken part in either the piecing 
or the quilting of the entry.  A quilt consisting of components from a block exchange is considered a 
group quilt. 

Kit, Calendar, Block-of-the-Month, and Pre-stamped:  All sizes of quilts, made by one member or any 
group of members.  Kits and Block-of-the-month quilts are composed of patterns, fabrics, and quilting 
designs packaged as a unit for retail sale.  This includes pre-printed whole cloth quilts both hand and 
machine quilted.  Entries in this category will not be judged. 

Miniature Traditional:  Block size must be less than or equal to 4 inches, or the overall design must be 
downsized to a miniature scale.  No side of the quilt should be larger than 24 inches (including whole 
cloth less than 24 inches on any side). 

Mixed Technique:  Quilts with a balanced combination of appliqué and piecing.  This category includes 
quilts using techniques such as painting, computer or photo images, crazy quilting, yo-yo, embroidery 
(other than minor embellishments), cathedral window, or individually designed whole cloth quilts. 

Pieced Large:  Quilts that are predominately pieced, whether by hand or machine.  Pattern may be 
original or a variation of a pieced pattern.  Length plus width must be 120 inches or greater but not to 
exceed 240 inches.  Width of quilt cannot exceed 120 inches. 

Pieced Small:  Quilts that are predominately pieced, whether by hand or machine.  Pattern may be 
original or a variation of a pieced pattern.  Length plus width must be less than 120 inches. 

Professionally Quilted – Large Pieced:  Any traditionally pieced quilt whose construction was 
completed with remuneration or in-kind service for quilting or piecing.  Length plus width must be 120 
inches or greater but not to exceed 240 inches.  Width of quilt cannot exceed 120 inches. 

Professionally Quilted – Other Technique:  Quilts made with any technique or design including non-
traditional techniques, styles, and materials whose construction was completed with remuneration or in-
kind service for quilting or piecing.   

Wearable Art:  Individual articles of clothing which must include piecing, appliqué, or quilting.  Items 
may be hand or machine quilted. 

Junior:  Any quilt entered where the construction and quilting was done by anyone age 12 and under.  
This category will not be judged.  Entrants in this category must have a sponsoring member of KAQG.
