This was her first Marti Mitchell Block die Month at It's A Stitch, and the blocks are
at least 10 years old. Her next quilt is calledofid Pick the Daisies,” and she pieced and
quilted it. She won the kit from Front Porch Qsiiguction and finally got it made.
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Her next quilt is called “Lish’s Butterflies” and was quilted by Monta Horner. The
quilt is made from the Hop Across Festival bloaksri 2004.

Her last quilt is called “Janetta’s Halloween Quiguilted by Monta Horner. This quilt
is made from the Halloween/October lottery blocksioh she won several years ago. Janetta
made 8 of the blocks in this quilt.
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Her next quilt is called “Don’t Pick the Daisiesydashe pieced and quilted it. She won
the kit from Front Porch Quilts Auction and finatipt it made.

Tina Pratt showed her quilt called “Think Spring8he plans on putting this in the
KAQG Quilt Show next April. The pattern is from &ler’'s Choice book — Texas Hold’em.
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Sandra Ingram showed a quilt which she pieced anted. She saw the pattern called
“BQ” by Debbie Bowles, in a Denver Quilt Shop ahadught it would be great to showcase her
Oriental fabrics. Her daughter asked if she waukike a quilt to donate to the auction where
she works, a battered women’s shelter. Sandrakedewith Debbie to make sure it would be
OK and Debbie graciously said “Yes.”
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Mary Jane Wilson showed a bed runner and a portdi#ekerboard which she pieced
and quilted. The bed runner was made using swatithen drapery samples. Someone said it
could be used as a quilt topper, then she saw la talted “Skinny Quilts” so it is now a skinny
quilt. The quilted checkerboard was made from &alLowboy fabrics. It is soft, easy to carry,
and has a zippered pocket on each end for gamespiec

Elizabeth MacGregory and Barbara Balser showedaiequilts which are mounted on
the wall behind the stage. Called “Jewels of thelt” the quilts were made by Elizabeth and
the children of the Episcopal Church of the Goodterd Vacation Bible School from recycled
items including T-shirts and left over material. heT batting is made from recycled paper,
including newspapers, church bulletins and newesiett The theme was “Recycle, Rethink &
Rejoice.”

Tammy Minnich showed her quilt “Amish Rhapsody” wiishe pieced and quilted. Her
bee had a block exchange using black as the baokdroolor to give the finished quilts an
Amish feel. She then challenged herself to creat@ilting design that was more detailed than
any she has done in the past. This quilt is orfeeofavorites.
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Lois Jones showed her quilt “Be It Ever So Humiieme Is Where the Honey Is,”
which she pieced and quilted. This was a challengk with the theme being the song “Home
Sweet Home.” She did not win the challenge, bt Iefarned and practiced reverse appliqué.
The beehive is needle-turned appliqué with embrgid&he quilt was made by hand, except for
attaching the borders and binding. All the fabrised in this quilt except the backing were
challenge fabrics.
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Rebecca Ward showed her quilt “String Spiderwebiclwishe made to use border fabric
she found in the shed. The triangles were striaggal on newspaper. Rebecca thinks that it's
almost too much work for a charity quilt, but shetjwanted to sit down and sew a top.

Her second quilt, called “Snowball & 9-Patch,” iswerk-in-progress, as Rebecca is
quilting this for a friend. She bought it fromadl who was moving, and the lady’s mother had
pieced it by hand and had begun quilting it. Sarhthe squares in the 9-patch are made of 4
tiny rectangles.

She used her grartehis Easter dresses and summer frocks and
pieced each “petal” using plastic templates.
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Her next quilt, called “Tea Towels” is made of Imealendar tea towels and quilted on a
long-arm.

Her next quilt, called “Memories” is a hand-quiltectazy quilt made by using
bridesmaids gowns, prom dresses, trinkets, lates tieat she has collected here and there.
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The next quilt, called “Fall Pumpkins & Leaves” wasde from pumpkin blocks which
she won in an October block drawing and leaf bloaksch she won in a November block
drawing. She quilted this on a long-arm. The ropxtt, called “Plaid Coventry Woods” was
pieced, appliguéd and long-arm quilted.

Tammy Nowajewski showed a quilt made with a pinkkgaound with Scrappy squares
and rectangles. Quilted by Joyce Finch, this gquds inspired by a Monet watercolor and is a
donation quilt.
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Joyce Finch showed two One Block Wonder quilts Whghe is donating to Bee

The quilts are made from a small scale and largkegansy print for totally different looks.
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
